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Festivals and Tournaments Requirements from Cornwall FA

When you organise a festival or a tournament, the competition has to have the
sanction of Cornwall FA. This ensures for all the participants that the basics
standards for rules, insurance and organisation are met.

The best advice is to let Cornwall FA know as soon as you have the dates and
venue for the proposed tournament. This will then allow for any discussion at
an early stage.

You need to apply to Cornwall FA on the form (Form D) which is part of this
pack with the details of the teams competing. You also need to send in a copy of
the Tournament Rules along with a sanction fee (currently £10) and a fee to
cover capital benefits insurance (currently £20). If your organisation is not an
affiliated club with Cornwall FA, for example, a local council or community
group, then you will need to contact us about public liability insurance.

Other Aspects of Tournaments

In addition to the FA requirements outlined above, you will need to organise
referees, stewards, refreshments, parking, fixtures, medals and trophies.

We can offer advice to clubs and organisers on tournament arrangements.

We welcome the celebration of football these events offer, but we do insist that
organisers think carefully about the welfare of those aged under-18 and how
much playing time they are expected to undertake.

It is an FA requirement that there should be no competitive matches for those
aged U8. This means not recording scores or keeping league or cup positions.
All players at this level should be able to express themselves on the field of play
and be rewarded with the enjoyment of the game and a suitable memento.

Additional Information and Requirements For Charity Matches

If your competition is to raise funds for a registered charity, then you will need
to send in the details of the charity along with the relevant form. There is a
£10 sanction fee. The insurance situation is as above. After the competition, you
will need to submit the final accounts of the amount raised and how the money
was dispersed.
