In order for affiliated and Stand In referees to be able to report back on fixtures
they have officiated their FA Number (FAN) needs to be matched up to their
referee record in Full Time. Follow the steps below to complete your matching.

Step 4b: To match up a Stand In Referee, this could be a parent or coach you will
need to know the FA Number (FAN) and date of birth of the individual. Before you
match up the Stand in Referee you will need to make sure that you have entered the
date of birth into the person’s referee record in Full Time. You will know if you have
done this as it will be displayed in the left hand column next to the referee’s name.
